WEDNESDAY 28 SEPTEMBER 2022 

 
On Patrol with Hertfordshire Constabulary 
During the Summer it was a real privilege to go out on patrol with officers of the St 
Albans Intervention Team responding to a variety of 999 calls on the Friday Night Late 
Shift. The experience was not only exciting but incredibly insightful into both the reality 
and challenges of Frontline Policing. Very early on it was clear to see how dedicated the 
officers I was accompanying were to protecting the public, upholding the Rule of Law 
and making a genuine difference in our community. 
 
Welcoming Residents to the Houses of Parliament

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Submitting a Response to the Local Government Boundary Commission for 
England 
As the Parish Council is aware the Local Government Boundary Commission for 
England is currently looking at proposals for a new pattern of electoral wards for North 
Hertfordshire. I can confirm that I submitted a response to the Commission during the 
Public Consultation expressing support for the submission made by the Parish Council. 
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
